Practical strategies for decolonising the primary MFL curriculum
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This session explores how, as primary languages practitioners, we are perfectly placed to adapt our curriculum offer to ensure that lesson content moves beyond tokenistic notions of 'diversity' to encourage even young learners to confront the challenging realities of life in a postcolonial world, enabling all pupils, regardless of their background or ethnicity, to achieve the best possible outcomes. Through discussion, real-life examples and an examination of alternative versions of the same story, we will ask ourselves one of the most challenging questions faced by language teachers today: what could a decolonised MFL curriculum actually look like in practice?
